She was also the “hostess
with the mostest” as she’d always open her home to gather at, being the main hub for our family’s
legendary halo-halo parties. Her passion was grocery shopping at the commissary (not kidding)
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and tending to her garden - admiring the blooming flowers, helping our dad rescue butterflies
and harvesting the fruits (especially from their mango tree). Which is so fitting as her life was
indeed a fruitful one.

Mom, we love and miss you so very much. Most of all, Dad. May the sacrifices you made in this
life serve you well in the next, through God’s infinite and divine mercy. We will pray for you
