In 2021 He arrived back in the states to watch his daughter Saysha graduate from Leilehua high
class of 2021. That summer he was so excited that she would be attending UNLYV close to him. He
is a proud man, a proud father. He would brag to coworkers and talk about her accomplishments
to everyone.
